Peter came to 
Jesus and said Lord, if another member 
of the church sins against me, how often 

should I forgive?  As many as seven times?” Jesus said to 
him, “not just seven times, but, I tell you, 77 times”.

When Jesus says, “77 times”, he doesn't 
mean that after a person has hurt us 77 
times we can then hold a grudge and 
don't have to forgive them  anymore.  
No, in biblical language, ’77’ means 
‘billions’. It means a number too big to count.  
In other words, we should always forgive.

gives us the Holy Spirit
